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Though she has a master’s degree, *Heather was unemployed as her marriage 
ended and she faced homelessness. As she searched for housing in State 
College, PA for herself and her 4 children, rent was $1,300 or more a month 
(due to the competitive real estate market because of Penn State students).

Reaching out to Bridge of Hope Centre County was a challenge for Heather 
because she is a very private person who has always been taught she should 
handle things on her own.  However, Heather puts her children first in all 
she does, and this allowed her to face her feelings of defeat and to seek help.

During Heather’s interview with Bridge of Hope, she was asked what she 
would do if she was not accepted into the program.  Heather’s response was, 
“I don’t know.”  It was the lowest she had ever felt.

Bridge of Hope’s provision of temporary rental assistance allowed 
Heather to find an apartment outside of town (but in the same school 
district). Bridge of Hope staff and Heather worked on budgeting and a 
plan for childcare.  Heather found employment at the YMCA and 
also at Penn State on a short-term placement.

sudden, through these seemingly small contacts, Heather realized that she 
mattered.

I know that sounds dramatic, but faith communities, whether mega-churches or mini 
house-churches, can shape new realities for a homeless child or a homeless single 
mother, simply by engaging in mentoring friendship.

By stepping into a friendship with a group of new friends from a faith community, 
through Bridge of Hope, a homeless mother may suddenly have people within her 
social network that know someone who is hiring or who have an apartment to rent.  A 
homeless child might meet a young adult who is going to college.  An 11-year-old girl 
told me, “Meghan [the daughter of a Bridge of Hope mentor] is the first teenager I 
know who is heading off to college.  Maybe someday I can do that.”  That simple

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Though she has a master’s degree, *Heather was unemployed as her marriage 
ended and she faced homelessness. As she searched for housing in State 
College, PA for herself and her 4 children, rent was $1,300 or more a month 
(due to the competitive real estate market because of Penn State students).

Reaching out to Bridge of Hope Centre County was a challenge for Heather 
because she is a very private person who has always been taught she should 
handle things on her own.  However, Heather puts her children first in all 
she does, and this allowed her to face her feelings of defeat and to seek help.

During Heather’s interview with Bridge of Hope, she was asked what she 
would do if she was not accepted into the program.  Heather’s response was, 
“I don’t know.”  It was the lowest she had ever felt.

Bridge of Hope’s provision of temporary rental assistance allowed 
Heather to find an apartment outside of town (but in the same school 
district). Bridge of Hope staff and Heather worked on budgeting and a 
plan for childcare.  Heather found employment at the YMCA and 
also at Penn State on a short-term placement. 

Both Heather and her mentoring group from Centre Church built

Heather shares that it wasn’t the big things that you would expect, but 
instead it was the little things that her mentoring friends did – an email, a

sudden, through these seemingly small contacts, Heather realized that she 
mattered.  

And, the transformation was mutual.  One of her mentoring friends 
explains it this way: “I gained a life-long friend.”

Heather, who graduated from Bridge of Hope and works to give back so 
more families can be served, says: “I don’t wish on anyone being as low as 
I was at the beginning of the program, but I do know that because of that 
experience I am a better person than I ever would have been.”  Heather
